Understanding the Mysteries of the Past
Reading the Pharaoh’s DNA – a positive identifi cation unlocks the 
mystery of a remarkable woman. The story of Hatshepsut, a woman 
who wore men’s clothes to establish authority and rule a kingdom 
for over 20 years, was almost lost after all associations of her were 
destroyed. Using AB instruments and DNA Systems, identifi cation of 
her body gives us clues as to her physical condition in life, increasing 
our understanding of this woman and her accomplishments.

Increasing Public Health & Safety
Understanding the development of Avian Infl uenza becomes 
easier because of AB’s Avian Infl uenza Detection Kit that identifi es 
pathogens and allows for early detection. Armed with information 
and able to more rapidly fi nd harmful pathogens, disaster may be 
preventable because AB technologies provide reliable, detailed 
information instantaneously.

Assessing the Global Ecosystem
Zooplankton are fragile primary food chain organisms which can 
provide insight about the global ecosystem and help moderate climate. 
Utilizing an Applied Biosystems Genetic Analyzer, experiments and 
biodiversity inventories are carried out which allow us to begin 
charting changes to the zooplankton as well as the impact of man-
made materials and the state of global warming.

Discovering Ancient DNA Under Greenland’s Ice
University of Copenhagen scientists studied dirty ice at the bottom 
of mile-long cores through southern Greenland’s glaciers. Dating 
showed the material to be as much as 800,000 years old – the 
oldest DNA ever discovered. Climatologists had predicted southern 
Greenland was forested during the last interglacial period, 130,000 to 
116,000 years ago, therefore existence of much older DNA in this ice 
indicates that Greenland’s glaciers are older and hardier.
